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Survey Objectives and Background

The Survey of War Affected Youth, or SWAY, is a large-scale survey of youth in the districts of Kitgum and Pader, in northern Uganda. SWAY was designed with several objectives in mind:

1. To assess current levels of well-being among youth in northern Uganda after nearly two decades of conflict;

2. To measure the nature, incidence, and magnitude of war violence and abduction;

3. To understand the nature of abduction experiences and the organization of violence;

4. To assess the long-term impacts of abduction, war violence, and displacement on young men and women; 

5. To understand the process of reintegration after return from abduction; and 

6. To generate data and analysis relevant to improving the design and targeting of reintegration and recovery programs after war. 
SWAY was conducted in two phases. Phase I, conducted from July 2005 to March 2006, resulted in a survey of 1018 households and 741 young men and boys. Phase I was designed and conducted by Jeannie Annan and Christopher Blattman in concert with Roger Horton, Godfrey Okot, and a team of local research assistants. Supporting organizations and personnel are described in the acknowledgements, below.

Phase II, conducted between October 2006 and August 2007, resulted in an additional survey of 619 young women and girls. Phase II was designed and conducted by Jeannie Annan, Christopher Blattman, Khristopher Carlson and Dyan Mazurana in concert with Kristen DeRemer, Godfrey Okot, and a team of local research assistants. Supporting organizations and personnel are described in the acknowledgements section.

This codebook discusses the survey sample, methods, and data for both phases of SWAY. Both phases of SWAY also included in-depth qualitative and ethnographic research. These data and methods are not described in this codebook, but a discussion of the principal methods and findings can be found in the principal SWAY reports and papers, listed below. Background to the war in northern Uganda is discussed in these reports and papers. 

Survey Population

The study was conducted in two of the four Acholi districts principally affected by the war: Kitgum and Pader (see map below).
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For security reasons random selection of sub-counties was not possible. The eight areas selected were chosen to include sub-counties with IDP camps old and new, large and small, and distant and far from town. Camps were also chosen to have varying levels of LRA activity. 

Eight sub-counties, or clusters, were selected for surveying: Akwang, Kitgum Matidi, Orom, and Palabek Gem in Kitgum; and Acholi Bur, Atanga, Pader, and Pajule in Pader.  As a consequence, the results of the survey are only generalizable to these eight sub-counties of Kitgum and Pader. We believe the general patterns to be generally representative of youth across the Acholi sub-region.

The population of interest in Phase I was all males born in these eight sub-counties between 1976 and 1992, and thus between 14 and 30 years of age at the time of surveying (if surviving). In Phase II, the population of interest was female youth, with the age range extended to those born between 1971 and 1992, and thus between 14 and 35 years of age at the time of the initial household survey in 2005.

Sampling Strategy

The objective of the sampling strategy was to obtain a random sample of all youth born between 1976 and 1992 in the eight sub-counties of interest (extending back to those born 1971 to 1992 among females). 

Youth living in the sub-counties today exclude all those that died, were abducted and did not return, or have since migrated away. Out-migration was considerable due to the large-scale displacement of youth from their rural homes into large displacement camps in the sub-county headquarters. Displacement occurred between 1996 and 2003.

No census or other list of households and individuals was available for the conflict zone. Therefore the research team sought to develop a list of youth present in the sub-counties in 1996, prior to any displacement and prior to the escalation of the war in those sub-counties.

In order to develop a random 1996 sample of youth, the sample was selected in two stages. In the first stage, a sample of households were randomly selected and interviewed in August and September of 2005. These households were selected from World Food Program (WFP) distribution lists created in 2002 and 2003—the earliest and most complete and accurate sample frame of households available in the region. Each household had a probability of selection proportional to the number of people listed in its household.
During this short household survey, Household heads were asked to list all of the people that lived in their household in 1996, a year commonly remembered as the year of the first national election since 1980. In a second stage, youth were randomly selected from these retrospective household rosters to be followed up and interviewed for an individual survey. In Phase I, young men and boys were sampled from these retrospective household rosters. In Phase II, young women and girls were sampled from these same rosters.

Enumeration team 

The enumeration team in Phase I consisted of eight tertiary-educated young men and women. In Phase II, eight tertiary-educated young women were used for all surveys. The survey teams were managed by Godfrey Okot along with an international graduate student. All enumerators received at least five days of personalized training by one of the survey managers and one of the Principal Investigators. 
Household Sample and Survey
1,200 households were selected from the WFP distribution lists—150 from each sub-county. 38 households were dropped due to inaccessibility and 144 could not be located, leaving 1,018 households comprising 10,747 individuals.  2,331 male youth and 1941 female youth aged 14 to 30 were identified in these household rosters. (Women 14 to 35 were followed up individually in Phase II, and 2,140 women aged 14 to 35 were identified in the household rosters)

Enumerators conducted a short household survey with at least one representative of each household, usually the household head. These respondents were typically mobilized with the assistance of community leaders and volunteers, including village heads. These mobilizers were typically given compensation for their assistance—typically the equivalent of a half-day’s wages. Enumerators attempted to confirm and double-check the identity of all household representatives.

The household survey consisted of two parts. Part 1 collected basic information on the respondent (typically the household head) and asked a handful of questions on pre-displacement (1996) characteristics, including holdings of various household assets, land, and occupation of the head.

Part 2 of the household survey developed a roster of youth in the household at present and in 1996, including information on each household member’s age, mortality, and abduction history, plus each youth’s present occupation, location, and education. 

Individual Sample and Survey

881 males were selected for in-depth interviewing in Phase I, and 857 females were selected in Phase II (from the same 2005 household survey). Sampling was stratified by sub-county and abduction experience. The formerly abducted were over-sampled in order to assure a minimum number of formerly abducted respondents. Sampling weights (discussed below) account for these sampling probability differences.
Enumerators attempted to track down each sampled respondent in their current location. If youth were not living in the same location as the household head interviewed, information on the youth’s whereabouts was often collected from household members, neighbors and village leaders. These youth were tracked to other villages and displacement camps, to towns within the region, and to towns and cities outside the survey region over a period of approximately 6 months.

Survey interviews took between 70 and 120 minutes to complete, with an average of 90 minutes per survey. All youth that were interviewed received a small gift of household items worth approximately a day to a half-day of wages.

In Phase I, 741 of the 881 males were located and interviewed—an attrition rate of 16 percent. In Phase II, 619 of the 857 females were located—an attrition rate of 28 percent. The higher rate of attrition from the female sample was due to three factors: one, a longer period of time elapsed between the household survey and the individual survey; two, the process of return from displacement had begun in late 2006 and early 2007 causing considerable movement and spread of the sample by the time Phase II was completed; and three, women may have migrated from home (for marriage) at a greater rate than the young men in Phase I. 

In each round, a non-random sub-sample of more than 30 youth was selected for in-depth qualitative interviews, as well as interviews with their family, friends, neighbors, and teachers.
Individual Survey Design

The Phase I and II individual surveys were designed to assess retrospective war and violence experiences as well as current well-being. The quantitative survey and qualitative interviews were developed after several months of field work in the region, including hundreds of youth interviews and extensive consultations with community leaders, psychosocial counselors, youth groups, youth leaders, aid agencies, and other researchers.

In the quantitative survey, war experiences were assessed in two main ways. First, detailed information was collected about any time spent with the LRA, including: time, place, duration, nature of the abduction; experiences as a forced wife or mother to children in the bush; initiation ceremonies; the respondent’s roles and responsibilities, rank and promotion; methods of control and discipline; and, finally, experiences with family, community, and NGOs upon return. Second, respondents completed a checklist of war experiences with an interviewer based on a version of the Harvard Trauma Questionnaire that was adapted to local circumstances by the researchers
.

In assessing well-being, the survey takes a multidimensional approach, covering economic activity, physical and mental health, community participation, social support, and risky behavior. Several prior studies of psychosocial well-being in northern Uganda were drawn upon extensively for development of the instrument. Copies of the survey questionnaires are available at www.sway-uganda.org. 

Absentee surveys

Where targeted individuals could not be interviewed (due to death, inability to be located, etc.), absentee surveys were conducted with household members of the individual.  The absentee survey covered basic information regarding the person’s location and age, as well as employment, health, abduction information, and some reintegration information such as family and community acceptance.  Absentee data was used to calculate absentee probabilities and weights were created based on the inverse of these absentee probabilities (as well as the inverse of attrition probabilities).  Thus, those individuals who were interviewed and who resembled their absent peers were weighted more heavily.

Survey weights
Because of the sampling strategy above, it is important to weight observations properly in order to generate proper inferences. Which weights you use depends on what population you want to make inferences about.

In addition, several of the published academic papers restructure the survey weights in order to account for possible bias (for instance, due to attrition). The purpose of this section is to give some guidance into the proper use of weights. Please note, however, that the specific weights you need can change depending on the question you are asking, the population of interest, and the biases for which you want to correct. Thus this is not a comprehensive explanation for all purposes but an explanation of the more common ones.

First, note that we sampled households from World Food Programme lists. The probability of selection varies across the eight sub-counties. It also varies a little within a sub-county according to the size of the household. If you wanted to make out-of sample inferences about the sub-county populations, you would use these household weights. For the most part, all of the SWAY papers and other analyses do not make these out-of-sample inferences—we only make in-sample predictions. So household weights are ignored. If you wanted to use household weights, you would need to incorporate the hh_weight variable into your weights (which is simply the inverse of the probability a household was selected from our sample frame, the variable hh_select).
Second, from the retrospective household roster, we created five strata for youth born within our target years, based on whether the household reported they: 
1. were never abducted;
2. were abducted for less than 2 weeks;
3. were abducted for 2 weeks or more;
4. were abducted but had never returned; or

5. had died.

We stratified and sampled in this way so to ensure a certain mass of long-abducted youth in the data. In general, we randomly sampled for interview everyone in stratum 3, roughly half of all to people in stratum 2, and roughly on quarter to half of people in stratum 1 (depending on sub-county). We sampled no one from stratum 4 or 5 for interview, and discuss how we deal with them below. 

In total, this gives us 1,216 unique males and 1,044 unique females in the dataset. If they are in strata 4 or 5, they have a value of 1 for the variable no_survive, and zero otherwise. Everyone in strata 1 to 3 has a value of 1 for the variable sample, and zero otherwise (i.e. the opposite of no_survive).

Since people in strata 1 and 2 have a probability of selection less than one, they receive more weight in the analysis, in order to make proper inferences about our sampled households. This weight is our basic individual weight, called i_weight in the variable list, and is essential. All weights in our analysis begin with i_weight. It is simply the inverse of the probability of selection in your stratum, and so varies from 1 to 4.  People in strata 3 to 5 generally have an i_weight of 1.

In principle you could simply run all analysis using just i_weight. This would ignore, however, any sample selection that arises from having no data on non-survivors. Moreover, in each survey round, we did not find and survey everyone we sought from strata 1 to 3. These people are called “absentees”, and are indicated by a value of absentee equal to one. 
What we typically did for most analysis is to adjust the survey weights to account for selective non-survival and absenteeism (attrition) using the observable information we have on these non-survivors and absentees. That is, we constructed a propensity score for not surviving (using i_weight) and reweight the sample giving more weight to those people in our sample that look like the non-survivors (based on observable age, location and household characteristics in the household survey). This creates a weight called w_samp that incorporates both i_weight and non-survival selection. Next, we construct a propensity score for being an absentee, and reweight the sample giving slightly more weight to those people we found and interviewed who look like the absentees. This creates a weight called w_abs that incorporates i_weight and non-survival selection, and attrition selection. Sometimes you will see a variable called w_abs2. This is similar. We had complete and fairly good extra information on all absentees in SWAY I (not so for SWAY II). This allows us to make more sophisticated attrition corrections for analysis of SWAY I data. We tend to use it when analyzing SWAY I data alone.
Note that the different weights are multiplicative. So that w_abs, for example, is equal to the inverse sampling probability × the inverse survival probability × the inverse non-absentee probability.  

Any inferences you make about the sample could safely use w_abs, w_samp, or i_weight, depending on what bias corrections you are comfortable with, and whom you want to make an inference about. We generally use w_abs for most summary statistics and regressions.

Now, a final and special case of weighting is what we call “selection weights”, or w_sel. These are used in regressions where we are trying to ascertain the causal effect of abduction. The details can be read in the published Consequences of Child Soldiering paper. Briefly, to determine the causal effect of abduction on an outcome, we are concerned about non-random selection into abduction. One way to correct for observable selection is to simply control for observed confounders (e.g. age, location, household wealth, etc.) in any regression of an outcome on abduction. A similar alternative, in fashion and recommended at the time of publication of these articles, was to correct for this observable selection by reweighting observations by the propensity for abduction. Technically this can result in more efficient estimates. We created a propensity score for abduction, weighting on w_abs, and reweighted observations according to the inverse of this propensity. This takes into account all of the possible sources of attrition and survivor and selection bias (at least given our observable pre-abduction data). Whether you use w_sel or w_abs is mainly a matter of taste and judgment, but w_sel should only be considered when making causal inferences about abduction.

Codebook

This codebook includes information, including data codes, for the separate Phase I and Phase II datasets, as well as the joint Phase I&II dataset.  As seen below and in the datasets, variables created from the original survey questions (“constructed variables”) are listed first, by topic (e.g., Education, Health, or Employment).  The details regarding their construction can be found in the dataset creation files listed above.  The constructed variables are followed by the survey question variables (individual, absentee, and household).  These variables follow the order of the questions in the corresponding survey and are also labeled with the survey question.  The majority of the variables are drawn from the individual survey; these variables are divided by survey section to allow for easy “mapping” to the original survey questionnaire.  The Phase I & II dataset does not contain any survey question-based variables; it is made up of constructed variables drawn from the separate Phase I and Phase II datasets.  The inclusion of variables in the joint dataset has been determined based on the team’s needs, but can be altered in the joint dataset creation file.
