Variables in the data file
     In this data file, there are totally 333 observations of treatments FA1, FA2, PA and FAR. Here are the variables’ names and their denotations.

treatment: a descriptive variable to denote treatments FAR, FA1, FA2 and PA; 
subject: subject ID, unique for each individual;
numberAs: the number of As chosen in Problem 1;
CE: certainty equivalent value of Choice B, indicating an individual’s risk attitude；
choiceC: a dummy variable indicating a choice between B and C in Problem 2, 1 if C and 0 otherwise;
choiceD: a dummy variable indicating a choice between B and D in Problem 3, 1 if D and 0 otherwise;
choiceE: a dummy variable indicating a choice between B and E in Problem 4, 1 if E and 0 otherwise;
quiz1: the number of correct answers in Quiz 1;
poll: item or items chosen in the Poll. multiple digits number indicates the items chosen. For example, number 13 denotes both item 1 and 3 chosen.
